	Application for Capacity Building Grant


Introduction:

The Lewisham Service Providers Forum (LSPF) brings together partners from the public, private and third sector with a role to play in supporting Lewisham residents to progress into training and employment opportunities.  

The Lewisham Service Providers Forum aims to achieve the following key outcomes:-

Establishment of a local service provider forum – Strengthening partnership links, up-skilling staff, capacity building local organisations and creating more effective ‘journey into employment’ referral protocols for Lewisham residents aged 19 years plus.  

Improved referrals – Greater number of Lewisham residents aged 19 years plus referred to services tailored to their individual needs and improved tracking of referrals. 

Training of front-line and service delivery staff – Staff highly skilled at delivering services at each stage of the ‘journey into employment’ and greater understanding and knowledge of referral partners, services on offer and how to monitor and track referrals. 

And in turn this will achieve:-

Greater take-up of services – Increased number of Lewisham residents taking up other services to support their individual journey into employment.

Sustained progression routes for clients – Greater number of Lewisham residents maintaining progression on their journey into employment. 

Reduction in the levels of worklessness within Lewisham – Greater number of Lewisham residents progressing into economic activity than if no additional activity had taken place.                                                    

LSPF Capacity Building Funding:

Capacity building funding grants up to £3,000 are available to local providers to help improve their service delivery and referrals and to support their sustainability.  

The capacity building funding is designed to develop organisations capacity to deliver services and support sustainability rather than fund direct service delivery to clients. 

For example, by investing in staff training, marketing or maybe bid writing support. 

Eligibility Criteria:

· The organisation must be delivering services to Lewisham residents

· The application must demonstrate how the grant will build the organisation's capacity to support Lewisham residents aged 19 years plus, into routes to employment

· The application must support the Lewisham Service Providers Forum to achieve its key outcomes (outlined above)

· Individuals cannot apply 

· The capacity building funding must be spent before 31st March 2012

· Grant payment will be made directly upon receipt of proof of purchase in the form of dated invoices (please see attached E.proc invoicing procedure)

11/12 Funding Round 2: Applications must be submitted by 31st January 2012

Any applications received after this date will not be assessed as part of the 11/12 Funding Round 2.
