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	Safeguarding Children

	Free E-learning course – foundation level

	

	It is essential that everyone working with children, young people and families has completed an introductory course in child protection and safeguarding children.  Before undertaking any LSCB training advertised in this programme, you should be familiar with your safeguarding children responsibilities and local policies.  This can be through training provided by your organisation, previous LSCB training or online sources.  If you are not able to access such training, you can complete the LSCB’s free online course.

	

	The Safeguarding Children Board is a multi agency statutory partnership of agencies, organisations and professional groups responsible for safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people, including protecting them from abuse and neglect.

This training package is aimed at individuals in organisations and voluntary groups who work with children and young people, families or adults who may be parents and/or carers, to give a basic awareness of child protection issues.  Depending on your role, this may be the only level of training you need, although some people will need further training (details of other training courses will be found in this training programme).

At the end of each section, there are some questions to ensure that you have understood that section.  When you have successfully completed all sections, you will be able to print out your Certificate of Completion.  Please note: you must be connected to a printer as we are not able to post out or email certificates.
It is recommended that you repeat Child Protection Basic Awareness Training every three years.  This training package will be updated as necessary to take account of local and national policy changes. 

	Aim:

	To develop an awareness of what is meant by safeguarding and the ability to act on concerns about the safety and welfare of children and young people.

	Learning outcomes:

	By the end of the course participants will be aware of:

· Some basic information and background about the legislative framework within which children’s welfare is safeguarded and promoted

· What is child abuse and how to recognise it

· What to do if you have concerns about children in order to safeguard and promote their welfare, including those who are suffering, or at risk of suffering, significant harm

· What will happen once they have informed someone about those concerns.

	Target audience: All groups who have not completed a similar course.  Intercollegiate level 2
