	Free E-learning: Safeguarding Children foundation level

The LSCB has introduced a free e-learning package for anyone who requires basic training in safeguarding children.  The package is aimed at all organisations, faith groups and voluntary groups based in Lewisham who work with children, young people, families or adults who may be parents or carers, where this is not offered internally by your agency.  Content includes:

· Some basic information and background about the legislative framework within which children’s welfare is safeguarded and promoted

· What is child abuse and how to recognise it

· What to do if you have concerns about children in order to safeguard and promote their welfare, including those who are suffering, or at risk of suffering, significant harm

· What will happen once they have informed someone about those concerns.

	Costs of LSCB training

Training is free for organisations / groups who do not receive a grant from Lewisham Council.  All other agencies will be charged a fee of £50 for a full day course or £25 for a half day course.  If you are unable to attend, you must give five working days notice otherwise a further non-attendance fee of £25 will be incurred.  There is no charge for the e-learning or lunchtime briefing sessions.
